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Minister of Water and Housing, Hon. Dr. Horace Chang yesterday (Wednesday, December 

16, 2009) officially commissioned into service the Sligoville Road segment of work on the 

Lot 2A of the Kingston Metropolitan Area (KMA) Water Supply Rehabilitation Project. This 

segment of the transmission pipeline extends from Waterloo in the foothills of Sligoville - 

where it taps into the Rio Cobre pipeline - to the St. Jago Heights/Greendale area in eastern 

Spanish Town, a distance of 3,164 metres. 

 

The Water Minister was joined in officially commissioning the new pipeline by Minister of 

Youth, Sports and Culture, Hon. Olivia ‘Babsy’ Grange and Member of Parliament Natalie 

Neita-Headley. 

 

The 300 mm diameter pipeline which was completed and put into operation in mid 

November, allows for an additional 2.2 million gallons of water to be transmitted daily and 

will augment the supply of potable water to areas such as Keystone, Montaque Heights, 

Gravel Hill, Tryall Heights, St. Jago Grove, Lauriston, Greendale, Twickenham 

Gardens, eastern Spanish Town including Burkes Road and the Hospital which have 

traditionally suffered from inadequate supplies. 

 

The new pipeline also allows the Central Village Well to be dedicated solely to serve 

Windsor Heights which previously, along with Central Village and Twickenham Park 

had their water supply restricted as a part of the reconfiguration of the regime for 



groundwater abstraction carried out under an earlier phase of the KMA Project completed in 

January of this year. 

 

Commissioning of the new Sligoville Road pipeline also permits increased water production 

at a number of well sources and redirection of water supply flows within the Greater Spanish 

Town to meet existing and projected demands for more water. 

 

Speaking within the context of the prevailing drought conditions affecting sections of the 

country, Minister Chang said that the Sligoville Road segment of the 18-month contract now 

being implemented was done as a priority item and put into service within 6 months. 

 

The commissioning of the Sligoville Pipeline was part of an overall tour of sections of the 

KMA Project and included visits to the Ariguanabo Exploratory Well Station and Angels 

Well Station and Reservoir. Other members of the touring party included KMA Project 

Manager, Mr. Garth Jackson and other officers of the NWC; representatives of the KMA 

Project Consultants, Nippon Koei; representatives of the KMA Project Lot 2A, Hazama 

Corporation; as well as other representatives of the Ministry of Water and Housing.
